DGCA?
DGCA stands for the Directorate General of Civil 
Aviation. It is the national aviation authority of a 
country and is responsible for regulating civil aviation 
within its jurisdiction. The specific responsibilities of 
DGCA may vary from country to country, but generally, 
it oversees and regulates aspects such as 
airworthiness standards, flight operations, licensing of 
personnel, air traffic management, and airport 
standards.

DGCA plays a crucial role in ensuring the safety and 
security of civil aviation by setting and enforcing 
regulations, conducting inspections, and issuing 
certifications. It also works to promote the growth and 
development of the aviation industry while maintaining 
high safety standards.

It's worth noting that different countries may have 
their own DGCA or equivalent regulatory bodies with 
differe nt names, but the primary function is to 
oversee and regulate civil aviation activities within 
their respective territories.
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
